Guild. He served on the Student 
Council, wrote for the Sandburr, 
was a member of the chorus, and 
was active in play production. Her 
lettered in several sports, parti­
cipating in football, basketball, 
and track.

The new dean of Y ork College is 
Professor W. J. Karraker, head 
o f the department of education 
and psychology and form erly dean 
of men. The shift comes as a 
part of the change announced by 
the Executive Committee of the 
college, designed to bolster teach­
ing strength and yet maintain an 
adequate administrative section.

Mr. Karraker holds the degrees 
of Bachelor o f Science and Master 
of Arts from  the University of 
Kentucky and has completed addi­
tional graduate work at the Uni­
versity of Illinois and the Univer­
sity o f Kansas.

During W orld  W ar II, Mr. K ar­
raker was on leave of absence 
from  the college to serve as an in­
structor in the cadet training 
program in Tulare, California, and 
Tempe, Arizona. He was also 
engaged in research at Oak Ridge, 
Tennessee, until released from  
the Arm y Air Corps in October, 
1945, when he resumed his pres­
ent position.

In addition to serving as dean 
of the college, Mr. Karraker will 
teach courses in physics and 
psychology.

Education Dept.

Herrick Assumes 
Teaching Load

The resignation o f Dr. D. E. 
W eidler from  the position of pres­
ident o f Y ork College was an­
nounced recently by the college 
executive committee. He w ill be 
replaced by Dr. W . E. Bachman.

Dr. W eidler became president 
in 1938, having form erly served 
in the African mission field, and 
in other educational capacities in 
the United States. Respect for 
Dr. W eidler is not lim ited to 
campus friends and church asso­
ciates, as he was listed in the 
W h o ’s W ho of 1946-47.

The vast experience of the 
resigned president will not be 
lost to the college, since he will 
become head o f the department of 
education after Sept. 1, and has 
been elected president-emeritus.

CHORUS WORK

As Y ork College prepares for 
another fall term, Dean Charles 
Amadon, o f the Music Department 
is readying his increased forces 
for more o f the musical instruc­
tion for which York is noted 
throughout its constituent area. 
W ith band and instrumental 
chores in the capable hands of 
James K oontz, Dean Am adon will 
be free to devote his time to voice 
instruction, the chapel choir, and 
the girls’ trio. He will also con­
tinue the direction of the choruses 
which have been a tribute to the 
skill o f their conductor on tours 
and in operatic perform ances.

Mr. Am adon’s thirty-third year 
in his position was one of his most 
successful if  not his busiest. In 
addition to a stirring rendition 
of the Messiah, he led chorus and 
orchestra in the opera “ The Bo­
hemian G irl” . Under his baton, 
the chorus participated in H om e­
com ing Day and baccalaureate 
activities, while the chapel choir, 
the girls’ trio, and the male 
quartet appeared on several radio 
stations.

A new face, that of James E. 
Koontz, has been added to the 
faculty of the Y ork  College de­
partment of music. This marks 
the return of still another Y. C. 
alumnus. Mr. K oontz was a 
graduate o f the class o f 19 42, 
while Mrs. Koontz, form erly Marg­
aret Eutzler, also was a student 
here.

Mr. K oontz’ addition to the staff 
comes as a result of the demand 
for an increased variety of courses, 
especially in the instrumental 
line. In addition to directing the 
band and orchestra, Mr. Koontz 
will offer private lessons on vari­
ous wind instruments. He plans 
to offer a course in Public School 
Music and will direct a m en’s and 
a wom en’s glee club. A part of 
his time is to be devoted to work 
with small vocal groups.

The effectiveness and scope of 
the department should be aug­
mented by the experience and 
training which Mr. K oontz brings 
to this new position. In addition 
to work in stringed instruments 
at W ayne State College, Mr. 
Koontz attended Drake Univer­
sity where he was w orking toward 
the degree o f Master o f Music 
Education. Other training in­
cludes clinical w ork under Robert 
Shaw, Noble Cain, and Harold 
Bachman.

Dr. W alter E. Bachman suc­
ceeds as president o f York Col­
lege, Dr. D. E. W eidler, who re­
signed after nine years in that 
office. Dr. Bachman assumes his 
new position with a wealth of ad- 
m inistrtive experience, having 
served as dean o f the college for 
eleven years. Previously, he was 
head o f the department o f reli­
gion at Fargo College, Fargo, 
North Dakota, and professor of 
religious education and dean of 
the Bibical Seminary o f New 
York City. On the faculty of 
Butler University, Indianapolis, 
he headed the department of 
religious education.

Dean Bachman, as he was pop­
ularly known, has taken a keen 
interest in religious education and 
in the training of young men and 
women for Christian service in all 
vocations.

In effect, Dr. Bachman will 
serve as the quarterback o f the 
team which is to administer the 
affairs o f York College. His lead­
ership, abetted by the skill and 
experience o f such men as Dean 
K arraker and Mr. Learning, coup­
led with the enthusiastic backing 
and co-operation  o f Bishop V. O. 
W eidler, president of the board 
of trustees, the superintendents of 
the respective conferences o f the 
western area and other members 
o f the board, should strengthen 
the position of the college in its 
area and prepare it for  its not-too- 
distant entry into the North Cen­
tral Association.

In order to lighten Dr. Bach­
man’s academic teaching load 
while he serves in the office of 
president, Bruce H errick, who 
taught classes in orientation and 
lyric religion, w ill remain on the 
faculty for another year. Mr. 
H errick had planned to return to 
Boston to continue w ork toward 
his Doctor of Philosophy degree. 
In view o f these administrative 
changes, he will teach other 
courses as well, including one 
in the history of philosophy.

ball itself, and is the first com ­
plete authoritative biography of 
its dom inating figure. The im ­
mortals are all here: Ban John­
son, (no girls, not V an ), Babe 
Ruth, Ty Cobb, Tris Speaker, and 
Bob Feller. These and scores of 
others are the line-up of this fast 
moving narrative.

Few  m en’s lives have been so 
mom entous for the w orld as A l­
bert Einstein ’s. Scientist or not, 
you ’ll be interested in this bio­
graphy, EINSTEIN; HIS LIFE 
AND TIMES, by Philipp Frank.

Arthur Upham Pope tells the 
three-fold  story of Maxim Litvin- 
off, form er Soviet Am bassador to 
the United States. He is ,( indeed, 
one of the key figures in interna­
tional politics, as portrayed in this 
biography.

H ere’s a lively, heart warming, 
and authoritative biography of 
one o f the greatest generals in our 
history, GENERAL IKE, by Alden 
Hatch. An intim ate picture of 
Eisenhower is painted in words 
throughout the book.

NORTH, EAST, SOUTH. W EST 
is a regional anthology o f Am­
erican writing. Charles Lee, gen­
eral editor, gets close to the true 
basis o f our national culture when 
he bases this anthology upon 
these regions: New England, the 
Middle Atlantic States, the Middle 
W est, the South, and the Far
West.

Grace Overmyer, in FAMOUS 
AM ERICAN COMPOSERS, paints 
for us a picture of great writers 
including Louis Moreau Gotts- 
chalk, Theodore Thomas, and
Stephen Foster. This is an in­
teresting book for  music-lovers.

GEOFFREY CHAUCER OF
ENGLAND, by M archette Chute, is 
a delightfully inform al and thor­
oughly entertaining biography, 
marked by distinquished writing 
and excellent scholarship. Like 
the CANTERBURY TALES, Miss 
Chute’s study gives us a picture 
of the way people lived in the 
14th century England.

E. T. Owen studies the story of 
the ILIAD in his book, THE 
STORY OF THE ILIAD, in order 
to detect by what means it at­
tains its effects, to account for 
its impressiveness as an organic 
whole, to answer the one question, 
“ W hat makes the ILIAD a great 
p oem ?”

CAMPUS RECEIVES 
FACE LIFTING

Redecoration holds full sway in 
the Adm inistration building. The 
chem istry department will have 
fluorescent lighting units and re­
m odeled cabinets in the “ lab” ; a 
new cement floor in the store 
room ; and a coat o f paint for the 
entire department.
